He is co-owner of three banks, Family Trust 
Businesses, Farming and Ranching, AM/FM radio business, 
has investments in the oil and gas industries, and serves as a 
CFO. Andrew has received accomodations from the Govenor 
of Colorado for his service work.  Married to Patsy for 26 
years, they have 9 children, 7 living.  Eight families, with 22 
grandchildren, all born again plus3 great grandchildren.

     Since 1981 Ricky has ministered all over the globe. He has 
appeared on countless TV & radio programs; multitudes have 
been saved, healed and delivered from every type of affliction 
known to man.
